peripíptō - “face”, “encounter” or “experience”: to “fall into” (KJV), light among or be surrounded by something. Thus, a metaphor for
   stumbling over some kind of problem.

The tragedies in life mold our ___________. (v 2)

peirasmós - “trials” or “temptations”: an experiment, an attempt or a proving” trial.  Also used in reference to a person’s fidelity, integrity
 or virtue and so Biblically an enticement to sin.

Tragedies in life can lead to ___________. (v 3)

dokímion - “testing”:  to test something or someone for authenticity or genuineness such as the process by which gold ore was purified by 
fire and heat.

4. 
Tragedies in life grow our ___________. (v 4)

hypomonḗ - “endurance” or “perseverance”: steadfastness or constancy. New Testament: stands for a quality to be sought by Christians 
who are not swerved from God’s deliberate purpose for their lives when tested. 

téleios - “mature” or “perfect”: consistent integrity and virtue.  

holóklēroi - “complete”: whole, faultless, sound. Ex.: without blemish or defect, whether of a priest or of a victim.
